Gwladys Street Primary and Nursery School has adopted this accessibility plan in line with the school’s Special Educational Needs and Disability Policy 2020-2021 with the aim of ensuring that our school is socially and academically inclusive, that all pupils have access to a full curriculum, and that all pupils are appropriately challenged. 

Our Special Educational Needs and Disability Policy 2020-2021 and the SEN Information Report 2020-2021 outlines the school’s provision for supporting pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), and the school’s publication of equality information and objectives explains how we ensure equal opportunities for all our students, increased access to the curriculum, physical access to the school and access to information particular to students with SEND. This accessibility plan provides an outline of how the school will manage this part of the SEND provision.

	Increase access to the curriculum for our learners with a disability.
Short term: To ensure that all learners with a hearing impairment have the relevant support to access the curriculum.
Outcome: All SEND learners are accessing the curriculum at their own level and evidence is available to demonstrate progress.
Short term: To support families with SEND so that all learners can access the curriculum through remote learning as they would have accessed it within the school setting.

Outcome: All learners, regardless of SEND, can access the curriculum through remote learning and supported with resources.

Medium Term: For staff working with pupil(s) with a hearing impairment to have the appropriate training and support to enable them to support learners effectively.
Training provided by the Sensory Support Service.
Outcome:  Staff are confident in meeting all the needs of SEND children effectively, especially those with hearing impairment.
Long term: As a school, all staff feel confident in supporting our SEND pupils with hearing impairment through whole school CPD.
Training provided by the Sensory Support Service.
Outcome: Barriers to learning are removed and all SEND children with hearing impairment are making progress.
	The school’s physical environment meets the needs of all of our learners, including those with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities. 
Short term: For any additional adaptations to be made within the school environment and the school grounds.
Outcome: All children to be able to access all areas of the school safely.
Medium Term: To develop the Nursey area in light of new starters with physical disabilities and walking frames to ensure all areas are accessible.
Outcome: All children/adults with physical disabilities are in a safe environment that they can access independently.
Long Term: To evaluate any adaptions that have been made to the provision to meet the needs of our learners with physical disabilities or sensory impairments.
Outcome: Pupils at SEN Support, with sensory impairment, and disabilities are able to access the curriculum fully as barriers to learning have been removed.
	All learners, including those with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities, are to access any information within their setting. 
Short term: To ensure that all signage is at the appropriate height level to enable all children to access the information. 
Outcome: Signage is clear for all pupils, including those with special educational needs and disabilities (a specific focus on our learners with sensory impairment and physical disabilities). Use of pictures to support, if required.
Long Term: To ensure that all Parent/Carers of children with SEND are aware of what is available in regards to Outside Agencies to support a range of additional needs.

Outcome:  Parents/Carers of children with SEND access Outside Agencies to develop awareness of support that is available and any additional groups e.g. ADHD Foundation, Addvanced Solutions, Isabella Trust, Autism in Motions etc
	Outreach Services: For pupils and families to continue to have access to a range of outreach services to support their needs. 

Outcome: All pupils Special Educational Needs and Disabilities and their families access a range of support services as identified by outside Agencies/ SENDCo. This may also include additional coffee mornings and meetings to give information and support.
School Environment: For all SEND children, regardless of need, are able to independently access toilets, adapted where necessary. Where those children with disabilities are unable to toilet themselves, staff are confident in changing them safely. Any additional Risk assessments will be completed as and when required.

Outcome: All children, including those who are SEND are able to access toilets and navigate around both the school and playgrounds safely.
Adaptations for PE: For all pupils with physical/sensory difficulties to be able to access the physical education curriculum, gaining advice and support from the necessary services i.e. Occupational and Physiotherapy, Sensory Support Services, etc. 
Outcome: All pupils with physical/ Sensory disabilities continue to make progress, in relation to the Physical Education National Curriculum Programme of Study.
Training: For any staff to attend appropriate training to enhance their knowledge and skills to support the needs of SEND children. E.g. Manual handling/ PECS/ SALT/ ADHD Foundation.
Outcome: For all SEND children to access relevant strategies to support their learning and enable them to make progress.
Mindfulness: To continue to embed the mindfulness ethos of the school, using breathing exercises, music and aromas so that learners are ready to learn and minimising anxiety. 
‘Calm Central’: For pupils who require time for social, emotional and mental health reasons to access our ‘Calm Central’ provision.
Outcome: All pupils, including those at SEN Support, will continue to have improved mental health.


COVID-19 Pandemic
The targets outlined within the plan have been designed so that they both meet the needs of our learners with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities, but are also achievable even through lockdown. Gwladys Street are able to access specialist support virtually if and when required, places are offered for ‘vulnerable’ children and our overall ethos of reducing anxiety and improving the mental health and wellbeing of all learners is delivered not only in school but also via Remote Learning.

Definition of special educational needs


In this policy, ‘special educational needs’ refers to a learning difficulty that requires special educational provision.





The SEND Code of Practice 0 to 25 Years (DfE, 2014) says children have a learning difficulty or disability if they:


have significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of children of the same age; or


have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for children of the same age in mainstream schools or post-16 institutions; and


are under compulsory school age and are likely to fall within either of the definitions above when they reach compulsory school age or would do so if special educational provision was not made for them.�


Children must not be regarded as having a learning difficulty solely because the language or form of language of their home is different from the language in which they will be taught.





Definition of special educational provision


For children aged two years or older, this is educational provision additional to, or otherwise different from, the educational provision normally available to pupils of the same age.
