	Week 1.  Title: Mystery Minibeast Party Invitation
Vocab in the word bag: Nex to(concept), discover, trail, footprints, clue.
Story Box clues:  sparkly letter reads “Dear children.. you are invited to a secret minibeast party. Please read the clues to find out where you need to go.”, instrument, minibeasts.
Who the children meet and what happens:
Children arrive to discover that something tiny and magical has visited the classroom overnight…leaving clues, mess, and a very important invitation to a secret Minibeast Bop.
Challenge/ Problem to solve: 
Children need to help create party decorations for the party.
Song for the song sack: 
Who has been here in our room?
Tiny clues go zoom zoom zoom,
Little footprints on the floor,
I think someone’s been before..
Shared reading: 
Writing/mark making opportunities:
Decorating party decorations.
Creating invitations.
Link theme/value for the week:
Believe
Enquiry Questions to ask:
Who do you think visited?
How do you know?
What do minibeast do at night?
Why do they need our help?
Satellite text:
The snail and the whale.
	Monday – children arrive to find some glitter trails across the floor and tiny footprints. The children follow the footprints to discover a tiny sparkly letter.

Tuesday – Children discover new letter, this time the children need to find where the bugs are hiding. children discover a glitter trail; they find bug toys around the room along with bug footprints.

Wednesday – Oh no! Something has gone wrong. One of the friends is sad and the decorations are missing. Can the children help to make decorations?

Thursday – Children have found the bugs. Let’s introduce some minibeast movements. Children engage in minibeast movements such as twisting like a worm, hoping like a grasshopper etc.

Friday – let’s play music! Children move freely as bugs and the phrase ‘Twist and hop..Minibeast Bop!’ is introduced.
	Sprinkle glitter trails across the floor like ‘magic dust.;
Add tiny footprints
Add instruments.
Add new clues and letters daily.
Daily letters.


	Week 2.  Title: Magical Nighttime World
Vocab in the word bag: night (concept), dark, search, glow, hide.
Story Box clues:  glow in the dark minibeast, glow stick, sound button with minibeast sounds, torch, magnifying glass.
Who the children meet and what happens: 
Children arrive to find a magical nighttime world and the children discover glow in the dark insects.
Challenge/ Problem to solve: 
Children need to use torches and magnifying glasses to explore and find all the different bugs.
Song for the song sack: 
When it’s dark, the bugs come out,
Creeping, crawling all about..
Shhh be quiet, don’t be loud,
They don’t like a noisy crowd.
Shared reading: 
Writing/mark making opportunities:
Creating own night time bugs using glow in the dark paint.
Link theme/value for the week:
Respect
Enquiry Questions to ask:
Where do minibeasts go at night?
Why do they hide
What did you find?
How did you bug move?
Satellite text:
The very hungry caterpillar.

	Monday – children arrive to find a magical nighttime world. The lights are dim, and there are glow in the dark insects. Explore with the children.

Tuesday – Children need to use torches and magnifying glasses to collect all the bugs. Children become explorers and follow trails and clues.

Wednesday – adult in role ‘the worms are waking up..wiggle, wiggle.’ ‘the spiders are creeping slowly..’ ‘the butterflies are flutting quietly..’ Children become minibeast.

Thursday – Children have discovered the glow in the dark bugs but today they are going to create their own ‘night bugs’ using glow in the dark paint.

Friday – children discover different bug sounds. Can we identify what bug makes each sound?
	Classroom transformed into a dark, glowing, bug world.

Hidden glowing insects.

	Week 3.  Title: Magic Music Box
Vocab in the word bag: slow(concept), sound, music, move, shake.
Story Box clues:  instruments, sparkly wand, note from the minibeasts.
Who the children meet and what happens: 
Children arrive to discover a magic music box with various ideas. Children explore different instruments.
Challenge/ Problem to solve: 
The bugs are still very sleepy and will not wake up without magic music. The children need to work out what music will wake these bugs ready for the party.
Song for the song sack: 
Shake my sillies out.
Shared reading: 
Writing/mark making opportunities:
Exploring with musical instruments.
Link theme/value for the week:
Enjoy and Achieve
Enquiry Questions to ask:
What happened when we played?
Which sound woke the bugs?
How did your bug move?
What happens if we play quietly?
Satellite text:
Doug the bug that went boing!

	Monday – Children arrive to discover a closed ‘magic music box’ in the room. Inside this box is instruments, a sparkly wand and a note from the minibeasts.
Tuesday – Children discover a letter from the children. The bugs are very sleepy and cannot wake up without magic music! Can the children help them? Children explore a range of instruments.
Wednesday – Children begin to play the instruments and sounds are assigned to different minibeasts. E.g. bee = buzzing shaker, spider = tapping drum, butterfly = soft bells and word = slow scraping sound.
Thursday – children begin to add movement and the music together to play instruments like the bugs. ‘shake and buzz like a bee, tap slowly like a spider creeping, flutter gently like a butterfly.’
Friday – Children begin to play the instruments quietly and notice that the bug is moving slowly, it’s beginning to wake up! Children continue until all bugs are awake and moving to the music!


	Magic music box arrives with instruments, sparkly wand and note from the minibeast.

	Week 4.  Title: The party has been ruined!
Vocab in the word bag: New(concept), fix, problem, teamwork, sad, help.
Story Box clues:  problem letter, feeling stones, party hat.
Who the children meet and what happens: 
Children discover a letter from the minibeasts explaining all about the mess at the party.
Challenge/ Problem to solve: 
Children discover that the party has been ruined and one of the bugs are sad. Children work together to solve this problem and make the party go on.
Song for the song sack: 
The more we get together.
Shared reading: 
Writing/mark making opportunities:
Creating new party decorations.
Link theme/value for the week:
Believe
Enquiry Questions to ask:
What was the problem?
How did we fix it?
How did we help
How do you feel now?
Satellite text:
Aaaarrrghh spider!

	Monday – bank holiday.

Tuesday – children arrive to find the decorations have fallen down, instruments are broken and there’s a big sitting all alone and sad. Near the scene the children discover a letter. The minibeasts need help to fix the mess.

Wednesday – Explore feelings with the children in regard to this situation. Talk about how they feel, why they feel that way and how we can tell.

Thursday – let’s fix this party! Decorations missing – let’s make new ones. Bug is sad – let’s comfort them. No music – let’s include instruments. Party messy – let’s tidy it together!

Friday – yay! We did it, we saved the party! Now.. the party can begin!
	Transform classroom into messy party with decorations fallen down, instruments broken and a letter from the minibeasts.

	Week 5.  Title: Oh no! Where have the minibeast gone?
Vocab in the word bag: Around(concept), detective, investigate, evidence, explore.
Story Box clues:  detective message, magnifying glass, bug pictures
Who the children meet and what happens: 
Children become detectives in the minibeast mystery of where the minibeasts have gone.
Challenge/ Problem to solve:
Children must investigate clues and follow trails to discover where the minibeasts are hiding.
Song for the song sack: 
We’re going on a bug hunt.
Shared reading: 
Writing/mark making opportunities:
Creating detective badges.
Link theme/value for the week: 
Trust
Enquiry Questions to ask:
What can you see?
What do you notice about this?
What might have made this?
Which bug could it be? Why?
Satellite text:
Mad about minibeasts

	Monday – children discover the minibeasts has disappeared. There is tiny footprints across the tables, leaves scattered around, a small spider’s web and a hidden visible bug. Children find a letter from the minibeasts. They are now hiding! We need to become dectectives.

Tuesday – let’s equip ourselves to become dectetives. What do we need? Magnifying glasses, clipboards, bug pictures for matching and small baskets. Let’s make some dective badges. 

Wednesday – time to become detectives and investigate the clues. Who left this slime trail? Snail. Who left these tiny dots? Ants. Who left this web? Spider.

Thursday – Whilst the children were investigating the clues, they discovered a tray. Let’s follow the trail to see where it leads. The children find a group of bugs!

Friday – we solved the mystery of the clues and the bugs are now back ready for the big minibeast celebration.
	Transform classroom with tiny footprints across the tables, leaves scattered around, small spiders web and a hidden bug.

	Week 6.  Title: The party must go on!
Vocab in the word bag: Noisy(concept), celebrate, dance, music, party.
Story Box clues:  final celebration letter, minibeast headband, scarves/fabric.
Who the children meet and what happens: 
The party can now go on! The children discover a letter inviting them to the party. They need to get party ready.
Challenge/ Problem to solve: 
The children dress up and transform into different minibeast. They practice their moves before going to the big celebration.
Song for the song sack: 
The Hokey Cokey (minibeast version).
Shared reading: 
Writing/mark making opportunities:
Creating and decorating minibeast headbands.
Link theme/value for the week:
Welcome
Enquiry Questions to ask:
Which minibeast were you?
How did you move?
How did we help the minibeasts?
Satellite text:
Ten little bugs.
	Monday – after helping the minibeasts solve all the problems the party can finally happen! Children discover the final celebration letter inviting them to the party!

Tuesday – let’s pracrice our minibeast moves. Twist like words. Hope like grasshoppers. Crawl like spiders. Flutter like butterflies.

Wednesday – children dress up and transform into minibeasts for the party. Children decorate headbands.

Thursday – Let’s have a minibop celebration!

NOTE:
· Each week 5 satellite books arrive, gift wrapped, into FS to support the focus of the story - like a golden gift.  Source these books each week and challenge the children to read one each day 
· Each week be sure to reflect on the relevant link theme – use circle time and any opportunity to explore relevant questions of enquiry (Consider using P4C – Philosophy for Children)
· Capture in your Song Sack, at least one song per week that relates to the immersion focus.  Share these songs with parents so they can be sung at home. 
· Ensure the children reflect on their learning adventure and give back to the story box evidence / tales of their learning and discoveries
· Be sure to leave costume signifiers in the setting so that children can take on key roles in the Narrative Immersion in their own free play, and so that other adults can don the roles in their interactions with the children
· Each week add evidence of your learning adventure to a floor book and / or a display of your learning journey – use these as metacognitive tools to support the children reflect upon their learning adventures
· Aim to regularly introduce novel mark making kits / items that tie in with the focus of the story 
· Consider an ‘in-role’ communication and language intervention (with small groups) to build vocabulary and inspire creative thinking responses from the children 
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
