Safer Messages in Art
Purpose
This document outlines the key safer messages that should be consistently promoted through the teaching of Art and Design across the primary school. Art provides opportunities for pupils to express themselves creatively, explore their identity, appreciate diversity, and develop respect for others in a safe and supportive environment.

Core Safer Messages
Self-Expression and Wellbeing
Pupils will learn that:
· Everyone's ideas, creativity and artistic responses are valued.
· Art can be a positive way to express feelings, thoughts and experiences.
· It is acceptable for people to have different opinions about artwork.
· Making mistakes is part of learning and developing artistic skills.
· Seeking help from trusted adults is important if they feel worried, upset or unsafe.

Respecting Differences
Pupils will learn that:
· Art reflects different cultures, beliefs, traditions and experiences.
· Diversity should be celebrated and respected.
· Everyone has the right to feel included and valued.
· Stereotypes can be challenged through creative work and discussion.
· Discrimination, prejudice and bullying are unacceptable.

Pupils will learn that:
· Working collaboratively requires kindness, listening and respect.

Online Safety and Digital Art
When using digital tools, pupils will learn that:
· Personal information should be kept private.
· Images shared online should be appropriate and respectful.

· They should tell a trusted adult if they encounter something online that makes them feel uncomfortable or unsafe.
· Creative work should be shared responsibly.

Copyright, Ownership and Respect for Creative Work
Pupils will learn that:
· Artists deserve recognition for their work.
· Copying another person's work and claiming it as their own is unfair.

Through studying artists and creating artwork, pupils will learn that:

Progression Across the School
EYFS and Key Stage 1
· Recognise and express feelings through art.
· Learn to share resources and respect others' work.
· Celebrate similarities and differences.
· Follow simple safety rules.
Lower Key Stage 2
· Explore identity, culture and belonging through artwork.
· Give respectful feedback.
· Understand basic online safety when creating digital art.
· Learn about artists from diverse backgrounds.
Upper Key Stage 2
· Discuss social issues, fairness and diversity through art.
· Evaluate media images critically.
· Understand copyright and ownership.
· Demonstrate increased responsibility when using tools and materials.

Safeguarding Statement
Art lessons should provide a safe environment where pupils feel confident to express themselves creatively while understanding boundaries, respecting others and knowing how to seek support when needed. Staff should remain vigilant to any safeguarding concerns that may arise through discussion, artwork or pupil disclosures and follow school safeguarding procedures accordingly.
